As one of the promising 3rd Generation IIT, we strive hard to provide all the
necessary resources for our ever-expanding body of scholars in all the engineering
and sciences departments, as well as more young and passionate Ph. D scholars
enrolling in our Institute and all this has been possible with the capable

contributions of our young, enthusiastic and energetic faculty group.

Our efforts in forming linkages for innovation and research have materialised into
umbrella MOUs with several Institutes and Organizations. We have identified Cyber
Physical Systems, Affordable Healthcare, Energy & Environment, Green Mobility,
Precision AgriTech as our Thrust Areas.

It is
noteworthy to inform that our First batch of B. Tech students has graduated this
year and several reputed and leading companies such as Air Asia, Broadridge
Financial Solutions, Cognizant, ITI Limited, L&T ECC, Maybank, Nasdaq, TCS, and
so on have come to the campus and more than 2/3rds of our graduating students
are already placed successfully. The 2019-20 season saw a good placement record
with a median salary of Rs. 9 LPA. We remain continuously invested in the all-round

development of our students- offering them chances in several arenas.



[ am happy to mention here that our students have made a remarkable achievement
in the Inter IIT Tech meet 2019 bagging Gold Medal in coding hackathon which was
organized in partnership with Schlumberger, Bronze medal in Bosch Algorithm
contest, Our UAV team secured 4t position in UAV Fleet challenge and secured 3rd
position in embedded security challenge. Our student by name Sameer Dohadwaala
secured Gold Medal in English creative writing in Inter IIT Cultural Meet. It is worth
mentioning that the 1st annual tech fest of IIT Dharwad, “PARSEC - A Paradigm
Shift” was organized with around 700 participants across India, 8 Guest Speakers,
43 Prize winners and 24 sponsors. IIT Dharwad also made a significant impact in
the 54th Inter IIT Sports meet and 26th Inter IIT Staff meet. 3 of our student teams

have been selected for the grand finale of software edition of Smart India Hackathon.

To carry forward our growth to the next level, we are also taking significant steps
towards the construction of our permanent green campus. An important step in this
direction is that we have also awarded the tender for construction of Phase 1A
campus which is slowly picking up its pace and the construction of compound wall
which is about 100% complete. We have also been able to obtain critical permits
such as the Environment and KSFES Clearance for the Project. This Phase 1A is
likely to be completed by the end of 2022.

Our sincere gratitude to all our mentors, collaborators and facilitators. Sincere
thanks to Board members, Finance Committee members, Senate members, BWC
members. Special thanks to the MoE and its staff, the State Government of
Karnataka, IIT Bombay, CPWD and of course WALMI. We are hopeful of their
constant support and encouragement in the journey ahead. Let me also thank all
faculty members including visiting faculties, staff members, Administration and
support services and student community of the Institute for their sincere

involvement towards profound growth of the Institute in the last year.

Indian Institute of Technology Dharwad (lIT Dharwad) is an autonomous premier
Science and Technology Institute established by the Ministry of Education (MoE),
Government of India in 2016 under the mentorship of IT Bombay.

IIT Dharwad is on the outskirts of Dharwad town in WALMI Campus, next to High Court.
Dharwad is part of the twin cities of Hubballi-Dharwad in North Karnataka. With
pleasant climate all year round, Dharwad is famous for its academic instfitutions.
Dharwad is a picturesque locale positioned between the Western Ghats (Malenadu)
and the Deccan Plains (Bayalu Seeme). Dharwad derives its name from the Sanskrit
word "DWARAWATA", ‘dwara’ meaning “door” and ‘wata’ meaning “town”. The twin
cities are well known for their culture, literature and the Indian freedom movement.
The historic Fort of Kittur, where Rani Chennamma fought the Brifish in 1824, is just 20
km away from the IIT Dharwad campus.

Academic activities at IIT Dharwad commenced in July 2016 with B. Tech course
being offered in three core branches, namely, Computer Science and Engineering,
Electrical Engineering and Mechanical Engineering.

B.Tech. Program

Bachelor of Technology (B.Tech.) programmes started in 2016 in three branches
namely, Computer Science and Engineering, Electrical Engineering and Mechanical
Engineering. The total number of enrolled students in 2019-20 is 128 and 19 among
them are girl students and two preparatory students of IIT Dharwad are currently in lIT
Madras and both are girl students. In fotal, there are 359 B.Tech. students enrolled
including the previous batches and 52 among them are girl students.

LIBRARY

Institute’s Library started its initial activities, at least a month before the actual starting
of the Institute itself, in a small room, in the mentoring Institute.

At present, the Library occupies the prime space, on the first floor of the administrative
complex of the temporary campus. Octagonal shape, abundant natural light, and
cool breeze make the readers comfortable in the library. It is equipped with quality
furniture and fittings which are added advantages. It is also climate controlled. Apart
from the main areaq, it has two rooms on either side of the entrance. One room consists
of research carrels for serious study. Another room houses the books, apart from some
space for reading. In all about 100 readers can occupy the reading area.

The collection consists of nearly 4500 books in various disciplines. These are arranged
subject wise. It has also acquired a few ISO standards (Internatfional Standards
Organization) in digital form. At present, the main motto is to build up the Library
collection such that it has information resources up to Ph.D. level, including advanced
texts and reference materials.

IIT Dharwad is a Life Member of prestigious “Current Science Association” of “Indian
Academy of Sciences”, and receiving “Current Science” journal. It also receives some
national newspapers and light reading magazines. Very soon, some popular S&T
magazines will be at readers’ disposal, which will make young minds aware of recent
happenings in the scientific world. Being a part of Inflibnet -eShodhSindhu, the serious
readers can access nearly 4000 reputed Academic (Cambridge, Oxford University
etc.) and Society (AMS, AIP/APS, ACM etc.) journals/products literature
refrospectively. This collection is the bread-n-butter for the Institute’s research scholars
and faculty members to quench their thirst for state-of-the-art knowledge.

The Library also houses, a dedicated photocopying facility. The Library operations run
on Koha software, the advanced and reputed open-source Integrated Library System
in use today by hundreds of libraries worldwide. The library has also implemented
modern technologies such as RFID for fast transactions, ease of access of books etc.

Medal

The Inter IIT Tech Meet 8.0 Coding Hackathon was organized in partnership with
Schlumberger. The problem statement for this year's hackathon was: Roads' Leasing
and Maintenance System. The team had to design a system for the government within
36 hours that could crowd-source data about road construction progress and also
collect road quality feedback from the citizens. The team came up with a working
prototype SAFE - Society for Accident Free Environment, with the strategy "Check and
Balance" where the contractor claims their progress and the citizens verify it. The team
infroduced gamification techniques and a social-media inspired user interface to
encourage crowd-participation. There were two parts to the system:
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(i) Mobile Application: A portable app that can be used by citizens and confractors
on the go.

(i) Web-based Dashboard: A GUI for detailed analysis and statistics, which will allow
government officials to manage and resolve issues efficiently.

2. IIT Dharwad Bosch Algorithm team bagged Bronze Medal

Route optimization was an event by BOSCH with an aim to design an algorithm that
optimizes routes for the employee transportation systems for firms. As a solution the
team had developed a sequential clustering algorithm that designs routes for a given
set of pickup points and one common drop point. It reduces employee transportation
cost for the firm along with focusing on timely pickup and drop off and on-time trips.
It manages the allocation of vehicles and designs routes with the bus as a
transportation mode incorporating other realistic constraints like changing routes and
redefining new routes.
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3. UAV Team secured the Fourth position in UAV Fleet Challenge

Bharadwaj, Akhil Manoj, Shreyas Sathe, Rushikesh Dixit, Aman Singal and
Sameer Dohadwalla.

UAV Fleet Challenge was an event organized in partnership with DRDO SASE with an
aim to develop Quadcopter drones capable of autonomous flight and object
detection using an onboard processor. The team built a swarm focused on low-speed
stability using Pixhawk as the flight controller and Ardupilot firmware. Using a flooding
based communication approach, drones publish their current GPS coordinates for
Collision Avoidance and box location to all drones for cross-referencing. GPS
coordinates were obtained and appropriate movement commands were sent by
Dronekit APl which has access to all Ardupilot parameters in real-time. The team used
basic OpenCV for object detection instead of a deep learning frameworks
approach, taking the low processing power of RPI info consideration.

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INFRASTRUCTURE DEVELOPMENT

Transit Campus

The Institute (IIT Dharwad) is currently functioning from a tfransit temporary
campus in the premises belonging to Water and Land Management Institute (WALMI)
Campus situated next to the High Court Bench at Dharwad from August 2016. The
transit campus is about 135 acres; spread with over 25 buildings and sheds. IIT
Dharwad has thoroughly renovated and completely refurbished all the buildings. The
campus has well maintained play grounds, class rooms, laboratories, well-furnished
kitchen and dining. The Library is well equipped with nearly 4500 books and provides
access to more than 4000 research journals. The campus also houses nearly about 500
students, 15 families of faculty, 6 families of staff and 6 flats for staff on sharing basis.

IT Dharwad continued the developmental work to improve the campus
infrastructure to meet its growing requirements in different phases. Under the third and
last Phase, the following remaining buildings and facilities for renovation, retrofitting
and repair were taken up:

» Hostel Complexes to accommodate upcoming batch of students
(undergraduate, postgraduate & research scholars: boys & girls); put in o use
from August 2019.

» Built an additional floor on the main building to accommodate more faculty
and staff with lift.

» Parking facilities for two wheelers and four wheelers at various places such as
near academic building, auditorium, faculty housing, hostels, etc.

» More cabins and work spaces/sheds have been developed for students,
scholars and faculty to carry out R& D activities

» Faculty & staff housing refurbished

» Dedicated cum upgraded clean power supply provided for smooth
functioning and operation of sophisticated instructional tools, R&D equipment,
instfruments, multi-media systems, HPC, etc.

» Auditorium (nearing completion) to encourage better technical interactions,
holding of prestigious technical events, lectures, etc.

Development of Permanent Campus under Phase-1A

The permanent campus of IIT Dharwad is just across the National Highway located
about 3.5 km from the transit (WALMI) campus. The permanent campus has been
allocated about 470 acres of land by the Government of Karnataka for the proposed
construction. Master Plan has been developed for the campus that will be green,
smart and world class with state-of-the art infrastructure attracting the best talent from
all over the globe. Construction of compound wall of about 7.8km perimeter for the
permanent campus has been completed.

Considerable progress has been made this year. Higher Education Funding Agency
(HEFA) has sanctioned full loan for Phase-1A. CPWD initiated the NIT process in
October 20192 and completed the bid process in February 2020 for development of
permanent campus under Phase-1A. The built-up area proposed under this phase is
about 1,70,000 sg.m. M/s B.G. Shirke has been awarded the work at a cost of about
Rs. 650 crores under the current phase. Concurrently, IT Dharwad has processed and
obtained all the necessary approvals including Environment Clearance and NoCs. In
addition to this, the shifting of HT line is under consideration of KPTCL.

The State government has taken initiative to provide approach road to the campus
connecting the National Highway through the service lane to the residential and
hostel zones, while KIADB has completed construction of 30m wide four lane 3.5 km
road with service lanes connecting the National Highway to the main entrance of the
campus.
